1. Briefing Council – Wastewater Treatment Plant/ICSP


ICSP – This plan was required to be in place in order to access gas tax funding. The plan gone to third public meeting as required and has been agreed to in principle at the last public meeting held October 17, 2006. This will need formal approval by way of resolution at the next regular council meeting.


This work has taken place through a consultant hired at AYC, David Black. A generic template has been followed, most of the information has come from our recently completed OCP. Gas Tax funding can be used for infrastructure projects but money cannot be spent on anything that is not listed in the ICSP.


WWTP – YTG will be coming out to meet with/update the new council on the WWTP, they are waiting for the announcement of their new minister. Location of the plant is to be on the YTG lot 181, at the back end by the hill. (showed location on map). Explained decision on type of technology (MBR), and expect to remain with this decision. We have just gotten  through the YESAA process for both the new WWTP and operation of Existing Treatment Plant.
