Mayor Larkin called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.

Council reviewed the minutes of the January 23 regular meeting.

DELEGATIONS:
David Black from the Association of Yukon Communities attended to present the background for Integrated Community Sustainability Planning (ICSP) and gas tax revenues. Anthony DeLorenzo from Yukon Government’s Community Services also attended.

M/S/C Wyatt/Hansen to open the meeting to public participation, to



facilitate the first of three public meetings on the ICSP.

Mr Black explained that an agreement was signed in May 2005 (YG, Canada, AYC and Council of Yukon First Nations) on sharing of Gas Tax Revenues. The Village share is $548,077 over five years, while Little Salmon Carmacks First Nation’s is $605,000 +/-.

Carmacks is slated for $65,769 in the first two years, increasing to $219,231 in year 5. Five percent of the total ($27,404) is available for planning, and an ICSP must be done prior to being able to access the gas tax funding.

Canada and YG strongly encourage cooperation between communities and neighbouring First Nations in preparing ICSPs, and opportunities for shared projects and services.

Mr DeLorenzo advised that a letter will be sent from YG to Canada this week requesting planning dollars and gas tax revenues. The CAO asked for clarification, as he had been advised that the hold-up was with Canada. Mr DeLorenzo explained that the federal government wanted an even greater level of detail but that YG wanted it flexible for the communities.

Mr Black reviewed the ICSP template summary, noting the requirement for at least three public meetings, advertised in Whitehorse newspapers; written submission opportunities for the public; cooperation;  and public availability of all plan drafts. He noted that the Carmacks Official Community Plan is recent and may be submitted with the ICSP, which must be approved by a joint committee of YG, AYC and CYFN.

The CAO questioned the requirement for a review of the ICSP every two years, stating that this was particularly onerous and unnecessary. Mr Black agreed to bring the matter to the attention of the Review Committee.

Mr Black reviewed the Content Requirements: community overview, values and a vision statement. He noted three reasons that an ICSP differs from an OCP: a longer term view (up to 30 years), more holistic, and an emphasis on infrastructure rather than land use, with consideration of sustainability principles paramount.

A community inventory and assessment are required, as well as an outline of existing and potential service agreements between the Village and First Nation. Council noted that we have an existing Fire Response agreement, but that recreation and the landfill are funded by the Village. 

Priority setting must be done in compliance with sustainability principles, with general

community priorities narrowed down to infrastructure priorities. If a project is not in the

ICSP, it will not be approved for funding. Cooperation efforts and the consultation

process in developing the ICSP must be documented. Mayor Larkin advised that a letter

and follow-up fax had been sent to Chief Skookum at LSCFN.

Residents in attendance were Kendell Tricker and Larry Mack. Ms Tricker spoke to the

physical division of the community by the Yukon River and its impact on services like

sewer and water. She felt that an economic development plan would be valuable, and

supported service agreements for sustainability of services like recreation.

Mayor Larkin suggested that Council should develop a draft plan and then take it to the

public. A public meeting to review the draft may require review of the vision statement,

but Mr Black pointed out that this might not require on-site wordsmithing at the meeting.
