The mayor was pleased with the Joint Council Meeting on sustainability and thanked those who had attended the community lunch at the heritage hall. As agreed at the Joint Meeting, the next joint ICSP meeting will be Monday, March 6 at 9:00am, with a work meeting February 22 to identify projects of interest to the Village.

Mayor Larkin thanked Council for its time and energy in finalizing the budget.

Councillor Wyatt reported she had attended the LSCFN meetings and Councillor Bellmore reported that the curling bonspiel was very successful.
