DELEGATIONS:
George Skookum entered the gallery and spoke on behalf of the Day Care. He noted that funding came from Yukon Government grants and fee for service from parents. They have been closing seasonally to save money. LSCFN is trying not to hold the purse for the daycare, and is seeking funding for a new building. A rent increase would make it more difficult.

Mayor Larkin noted that Council wanted to discuss the situation with the manager, but assured Mr Skookum that the decision to raise the rent was not made lightly. Fuel prices have sky-rocketed. Council is gathering information at present and fact-finding. If the Village of Carmacks is going to subsidize the daycare, it has to be a conscious decision. 

Councillor Wyatt asked what the previous operating costs had been. Mr Skookum said around $8,000 to $10,000 per year, in the trailer, and administration dollars when the daycare was in the Health and Social building.

Council asked if the historical rent information could be provided for the next work meeting, and Mr Skookum agreed to try to obtain it. Mr Skookum left the chambers.
