DELEGATIONS:
Deputy Mayor Wyatt welcomed David Black from the Association of Yukon Communities and opened the meeting so that a second public meeting could be held to fulfill requirements for development of an Integrated Community Sustainability Plan (ICSP). Resident Dawn Charlie entered the chamber midway through Mr Black’s presentation.

Mr Black reviewed progress to date, comparing the Vision and Values in the ICSP to similar comments from the Carmacks Official Community Plan (OCP). He then reviewed the sustainability principles, relating them to the Natural Step process being used inter-nationally and discussed six goals and their relationship to the OCP. In concluding, he solicited ideas for potential infrastructure projects that might fit the funding requirements for use of gas tax revenues.

Mr Black agreed that, having Council agreement, he would proceed to a final draft for review by Council at a work meeting, to which the public would be encouraged to attend, to be followed after final submissions by another public meeting to present the completed ISCP. Mr Black and Ms Charlie left the council chambers after his presentation.
