DELEGATIONS:

Jonathan McGraw of BDO Dunwoody attended to respond to questions from Council. Councillor Wyatt asked about segregation of duties and Mr McGraw stated it was not warranted to hire more people just to improve internal control but that Council should be cognizant of the risk involved. The CAO pointed out that cheques are prepared by the Deputy Treasurer, signed by one of two senior staff people and two councillors, and that reconciliations are done by the CAO as a further check on the deputy treasurer’s input. Councillor Hansen asked about hotel and travel expenses not correctly documented. Mr McGraw noted this had been a huge issue in Dawson City and though important it was not pervasive in Carmacks. The CAO advised that all staff and council had been advised by memorandum when the draft management letter was received which expenses must be supported by receipts. Councillor Hansen inquired about insurance coverage, and Mr McGraw replied that assets valued at original cost may be overstated on the books but valued correctly for insurance purposes. For the 2008 accounting year, PSAB will require that municipalities depreciate/amortize their assets. The CAO added that Carmacks would not have difficulty with this as they had just completed a valuation for insurance purposes and had amortization schedules on record.

The CAO advised Mr McGraw of Council’s resolution (074-06) that audit services for 2006 would be tendered and that BDO Dunwoody is welcome to submit their bid. Mayor Larkin thanked Mr McGraw for attending, and Mr McGraw left the Chamber.

REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that he has forwarded a letter for LSCFN’s May 24 Council meeting suggesting that day care might be an appropriate use for the additional space at the school.

He advised that following calls from Zenon Environmental Inc., advising that the wastewater treatment project had been cancelled, he sent a letter to Minister Hart, and received a request from the Assistant Deputy Minister for a meeting. Mayor Larkin and the CAO met with the Assistant Deputy Minister; the Director, Community Infrastructure; and the Program Manager on May 12 to review recent developments. YG advised that the proponents had received their honorariums for preparing the design/build proposals. YG and Canada are continuing toward approval of a CSIF application and are expecting an announcement soon. The Director stated that an unsolicited proposal had been made at a lower cost than the other proposals. There were concerns about a “gold-plated project” and concerns that technologies had not been fairly evaluated. YG will do a review and the Director will put together pros and cons of the different technologies with capital and operating and maintenance (O&M) projections.

Mayor Larkin stated that he was not prepared to budge and wants to stay with the selected MBR technology. The Zenon proposal’s O&M costs were revised upward and the SBR proposals were revised downward. He told the YG staff that “if all things were in the same ballpark, we would want the membrane plant”. He has spoken with the Regional Manager of Zenon; they are considering what action to take. The mayor is unsure of the motivations and noted that the new proposal is still very unclear. The technology comparison will be ready in two weeks for the working group to review. YG will do the design and go to tender.

Councillor Wyatt attended an Interagency Meeting. The principal is concerned about lack of attendance by 14-to-18-year-olds. School will wrap up with a ball game June 15 and awards on June 16.

Councillor Wyatt reported that a Motor Vehicle Extrication exercise is planned for June 9 and 10. Social Services and the Health Unit want the disaster plan to be reviewed, and a meeting was set for June 20 at 4:00pm. She asked if Leo could test the fire phones as RCMP telecoms had received a busy signal following a recent report of a fire.

Councillor Bellmore attended the Walk for Moms on Mothers Day. She also asked if flowers could be planted at Tew Park as people getting married like to use the park for their ceremonies.

Councillor Hansen attended a Recreation Board meeting May 3 and attended the Sheep and Crane Viewing Festival in Faro May 7. She asked if the recreation department could invite Ministry of Environment staff to bring the bird songs identification information that was used in Faro. She attended the Interagency meeting in her capacity with Social Services.

Councillor Hansen noted that staff were using their personal barbecues for the Walk for Moms lunch and suggested that the Village should have our own. The CAO will ensure that staff purchase propane barbecues to avoid having to use their own. She noted that power was only installed to a central site in Tew Park and asked that power distribution be increased. She met with the Maintenance Foreman regarding plans for the cemetery, and will review maps with Village staff.

Councillor Bailie attended the Career Fair, noting there was lots of information provided for the youth. She asked that the Family Entertainment Society be contacted in regard to the expansion of television services.
