A/Mayor Wyatt updated on the status of the Recycling Building and dealing with Pioneer Buildings to get a set of drawings stamped by a Yukon certified engineer, she is expecting a call back tomorrow regarding progress from Pioneer on this.

A/Mayor Wyatt & Cory Bellmore met with Pat Malloy at YTG regarding the status of the Wastewater Treatment plant. The CSIF application is currently sitting on the desk of the Federal Minister of Finance awaiting approval. It is a $19 Mil. application as it is bundled with the Dawson project. Asked Larry Bagnell’s office if they could find out how far down the pile it is and will contact his Ottawa office this week.
