REPORTS

A/Mayor Wyatt updated on the status of the Recycling Building and dealing with Pioneer Buildings to get a set of drawings stamped by a Yukon certified engineer. They have submitted their application to the Association of Yukon Engineers to become certified in Yukon. Stan Dueck has agreed to let the building go ahead once Pioneer provides us with a letter from the Association confirming they have applied and they don’t see a problem with the application.

A/Mayor Wyatt and Cory met with Malcolm Taggart regarding the  socio-economic impact on the community of Carmacks with the proposed Western Copper development. Western Copper is collecting more information so they can re-submit their application to YESAB. 

Spoke with Dawn Charlie about the Carmacks Christian Fellowship Development permit and action going forward. This will be covered in the Bylaw section of this agenda.

CBC called re: the Mould Issue at the Tantalus School. There was no information to give at the time. We now know that the issue is being dealt with and the problem should be corrected.

Dr. Saba will be leaving the community and we will be involved with the recruitment of a new physician. 

A/Mayor Wyatt is still attempting to get a meeting with Chief Skookum, he is away for the next week. 

Councillor Hansen reported that she has been receiving a lot of enquiries lately, mostly about the election. There is a Rec. Board meeting on Thursday that she will attempt to attend.

CAO report –
Highlighted points in the written reports.

I have spoken with Loralee Johnstone who is the assessment officer with YESAB for our district regarding the YESAA process, who triggers and is responsible for ensuring whether a development needs to go through them.

Although the process is still new, it is the proponent who is responsible for triggering the process and they will send us some information packages when they receive them from the printers.

Municipal report – Councillor Bailie questioned why we paid for the flushing of the collection system. Responded that as there is no way to tell exactly where the items that plugged the system came from and the best we could do was to ask the business owners who operate RV dumps on the system to remind their patrons ensue proper connection of their hoses when emptying their tanks.

Councilor Bailie asked if anything was being done to fix the potholes on river drive and questioned why the dump is locked and why it couldn’t be opened more.
