- The RCMP are to have a community plans for First Nations and for 


youth. With the agreement of the First Nation they have decided to merge


the two plans into one for Carmacks. These plans are designed to address the issues of drugs coming into the community as well as the use of alcohol and drugs. There will be further consultation toward the end of the year and Cpl. Pilatzke would like to facilitate a joint meeting of the Village of Carmacks and the Little Salmon/Carmacks First Nation councils to address the community issues relating to youth. This will take place toward the beginning  of December. Date to be announced.


- The RCMP are continuing on with the goal of getting 95% seatbelt usage by the end of the year. The concentration was mostly outside the community in the summer but focus has returned to the community.


- DARE program is continuing this year in the school. Grades 7&8 this fall and grades 4&5 in the spring. RCMP are requesting a donation to this program. [last years donation by the Village of Carmacks was $250]. 


- Street Numbering & Naming – looks good in the village. Cpl. Pilatzke has spoken to the First Nation to see how their system is evolving.


- Substance Abuse Committee – would like to meet regarding the future of this committee.
