REPORTS:
Mayor Larkin reported on the gas tax negotiations between YTG, CYFN and AYC. Councillor Wyatt noted that the distribution percentages were bad enough, but had a much graver concern that joint planning and shared projects would bring Village initiatives to a halt.
Mayor Larkin noted that he, Councillors Wyatt and Hansen and the CAO attended the AYC annual general meeting in Faro. Watson Lake will host the 2006 AGM and Carmacks should consider bidding for 2007.

Mayor Larkin and Councillor Harris reported on the Economic Development Symposium they attended. It highlighted economic initiatives for the Yukon in mining, agriculture and tourism. Booming economies in India and China should put base metals into a 20 year high cycle and tourism operators should focus on Asian visitors. Economists say that government’s role is to provide infrastructure – pipelines, roads and bridges. The Pogo mine is opening in 2007. We could participate in a regional economic development plan – should do so on our own initiative but it is high cost. The mayor and Councillor Harris will share their folders with the rest of Council.

Councillor Hansen noted that the Ross River Round Table joined AYC as an associate member. She is working with Societies Act staff to recover funds from dead or dying volunteer groups in the community.
Councillor Wyatt was not sure if the substance abuse committee is meeting. She will be going to the FCM annual general meeting with Councillor Hansen. Mayor Larkin will be attending the substance abuse summit in early June as Councillor Wyatt will not be available.

Council reviewed the Development Officer’s report on application 2005-01.
