REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin attended the graduation ceremonies June 3, and spoke to the four grads.

Mayor Larkin attended the substance abuse summit June 6 and 7, where about 200 people

gave input that the government will be reviewing. Minister Jenkins advised that the

financial contribution by government is not sustainable.

The mayor noted a great turnout for the EMO communications course June 11 and said

there may be demand for equipment upgrades for local volunteer groups.

He also reported there appears to be a resolution of the gas tax funding formula, with CYFN receiving 25%, YTG for unincorporated communities 7%, Whitehorse 49% and the remaining incorporated communities 19%. The split has not yet been agreed to for the incorporated communities. The rebate will provide $15,000,000 annually after 5 years.

Councillor Harris reported that the east approach to the Nordenskiold bridge is sluffing away, with a large hole developing, and asked that Highways be contacted.

Councillor Harris reported that the MLA had told him Minto Mine would be opening this summer, but in speaking directly with the company, Councillor Harris was told a drilling program is needed and the mine might, if all goes well, begin operations next year.

The CAO reported verbally that the recycling building is being shipped this week, that the visitor kiosk was moved to the highway pullout, and that work will be starting this week on the Guder Drive resurfacing. Three cedar signs have arrived and will be installed, the three panel sign is almost complete and the 16 interpretive signs are being drilled. Directional signs for the intersections of Freegold and Nansen with River Drive are still in design.

The CAO advised that the Village has joined the Passport to Safety Program and that all summer students are being put through the tests. The Visitor Centre opened today, and  underground wiring and telephone have been put in at Tew Park. An electrician is being sought to complete the installation.
