Mayor Larkin reported on his interview with WCB Passport to Safety staff for their advertising campaign. He noted the healthy community meeting tomorrow evening, and noted that the school tenders had been opened August 25 but not decision communicated yet. 

Councillor Hansen reported she had taken a drive “as a tourist” and commented on the beauty of the Yukon, especially the North and South Canol Roads.

Two residents entered the gallery at 7:55pm.

Corporal Pilatzke provided his July RCMP report, noting 60 calls and an increase in traffic charges. The office has had a supervisory review. Mayor Larkin asked about a weekend incident, but the RCMP have not received first-hand information from anyone. Corporal Pilatzke has been trying to gain LSCFN input regarding house numbering. The substance abuse committee has been in limbo. Constable McPhee will be going to DARE training; the school appears supportive. The corporal plans to attend the second council meeting each month and provide a written report ahead of time. Corporal Pilatzke left the council chamber at 8:02pm.

George Wilson stated that there are no streetlights in his area, and though it is not high priority, could reduce unwanted visitors in the industrial area. He asked if the municipal office was wheelchair accessible (it is) and expressed concerns with the small number of people using the recreation centre and curling rink and the lack of programs for seniors.
