DELEGATIONS:

Tantalus School Principal Cully Robinson reported they now have 11 teachers, up from 10 last year, with five graduates of the Yukon Native Teachers Education Program (YNTEP), including an administrator and one member of the local First Nation. The third year YNTEP class will be doing a two week practicum here, and subs are YNTEP students. Tantalus is entering the second year of a Grade 5-12 technical education program which is being studied by Acadia University. Mr Robinson noted that graduation has spiked the past three years, and that he is proud of First Nations participation in staffing and programs. They are starting a Wellness curriculum and looking forward to a good year.

Constable Don McPhee thanked Council for his warm welcome to the community. He spoke about the restorative justice program, noting that not every criminal has to go to jail and that the process is especially effective for youth as it is more immediate than the traditional court process. The RCMP are trying to dovetail with LSCFN on drug abuse initiatives. Under the RCMP’s rural drug initiative, he has been asked to take DARE training and hopes to be running the program in the school during the spring semester.

REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported there has been no decision communicated about the school bids.

He and the CAO met with YG engineering about a proponent’s concerns of bias on the

WWTP request for proposals and reworked the assessment criteria. There may be a short time extension to get the RFPs. YG will be doing some water level testing on the property.

Councillor Wyatt asked when the invitational tenders for site clearing would be going out. The CAO will contact YG engineering for an update.

The Mayor reported on the AYC directors meeting held in Watson Lake. AYC is hiring to develop a template for the Integrated Community Sustainability Plans. The insurance reciprocal is going well. There was a presentation on the DAP transition to YESAB and the confidentiality of First Nations oral history. AYC are moving their offices to the Horwood Mall.

Councillor Wyatt reported that the Citizens Who Care initiative is moving along. She referred to a new report on a municipal bylaw allowing a community to cut services to suspected drug houses. Mayor Larkin commented on the onus being put on landlords for their tenants’ activities. Both felt these matters could create liabilities for the community, and that law enforcement is the role of RCMP, not the municipality. 

Councillor Hansen provided a website for commemorative coins and an article on the use of recycled plastic for road paving, using 6% plastic bottles, 6% asphalt and 88% crushed rock or aggregate to withstand movement without cracking and a greater life span.

Councillor Hansen also contacted Scott Widmeyer, a former administrator, regarding the Community Investment Grant bylaw and he agreed that Council’s handling of the bylaw was correct and that the intent of the bylaw was as Council had interpreted it.

She asked when the next recreation board meeting was scheduled as she has not been to one for some time. She also asked that a resident be provided with information on the upcoming TIAY Roundup.
