He noted the Candidates Forum was scheduled for November 9 and that Remembrance Day ceremonies would be held at the Rec Centre. He was pleased to be back in Carmacks after vacationing in Panama.

Councillor Wyatt felt the Whitehorse meetings were very good – both the strategic planning for AYC and the Integrated Community Sustainability Plan meeting. There were no attendees for the Citizens Who Care meeting. She will be unable to attend the crystal meth workshops on November 8/9.

Councillor Bellmore reported on the “Fair Play Rules” that the recreation director has implemented and which he provided to the Recreation Board at its monthly meeting.

Councillor Hansen attended the Halloween Bonfire, and following the two Whitehorse meetings stayed over to attend the Tourism Industry Association AGM. TIAY is seeking support letters to be sent to Hon Ralph Goodale to keep tourism in the forefront of federal budget planning.

She noted several stressors that attendees noted in respect to tourism: safe communities, the Dawson bridge, the Liquor Act and neighbourhood pubs, cellular phone access from rural communities, attractions being open in winter, standardized accommodations and early closures of Whitehorse businesses.
