DELEGATIONS:

Cully Robinson, Principal of Tantalus School, updated Council on the school’s meals program and involvement with Little Salmon Carmacks First Nation’s community lunch pilot project. One class is combining lifeskills with lunch preparation. If the LSCFN pilot project evaluation is positive, the school will defer to the First Nation on funding for the Food for Learning Program.

Mr Robinson advised that there is still a need for internal projects within the school, and would appreciate further funding as Council has been supportive in the past. Mayor Larkin noted that Council had initiated the scholarship program to support education in the community, but that Council would consider the request at a future work meeting.

Mr Robinson thanked Council for its attention and left the meeting.

Mayor Larkin reported that the Wastewater Treatment Plant meeting was not held, but that he will remain in touch with Yukon Government engineers on the opening of the bids.

Councillors Hansen and Bellmore attended a Recreation Board meeting. The Recreation Director expressed concerns about the handicapped access bar on the main door not being functional and also noted glycol leaks in the heating system. The CAO advised that he believed these matters had been corrected some months ago, and would follow up with Recreation.

The CAO advised Council that he had received a petition from resident Karen Gage in respect of the Road Closure Bylaw No 144-05. When the petition has been reviewed for compliance with Municipal Act requirements it will be presented to Council.

Council reviewed the maintenance, fire department and recreation reports and a report on this year’s Terry Fox Run proceeds.
