Mayor Larkin reported that AYC is in favour of Yukon Government financial assistance to the City of Dawson to enable them to provide municipal services in future. The next AYC directors meeting is scheduled for Carmacks in March 2006. 

He advised that YG is asking for membrane cost and warranty information, and that he will contact Jeff Boehmer for an update on the contract award.

Councillor Hansen and Wyatt reported that they attended the school Christmas concert and the community dinner held at the recreation centre. Councillor Hansen noted that the ice has been flooded and kids are skating, and provided a copy of the 2006 Yukon Wetlands calendar, noting that August’s picture was drawn by Grade 4 student Haley Mintz of Carmacks.

Council questioned who the winners of the Christmas Lights contest were and where the fireworks will be held on New Years Eve. A mail-out was recommended to make the public aware of the event.

The CAO reported that he has been in contact with Economic Development on possible funding for cleanup of the agate trails, and with Energy Solutions Centre for the cost of preparing an energy audit for the recreation centre.

Corporal Brian Pilatzke entered the Council Chamber and reported, in addition to his written reports, that Corporal McPhee has taken the two-week DARE instructors course and will be taking it to the school either after Christmas or in the next school year. He noted Council’s previous support and suggested there may be a need for funding soon. The RCMP will be increasing their patrols and seat belt enforcement over the holiday season. Corporal Pilatzke left the Chamber.
