REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that he and the CAO met on November 23 with YTG engineering staff to review sewage treatment and disposal options. Following Council’s work meeting November 24 YTG were contacted to proceed with writing a memorandum of understanding for council review, with the intent of proceeding to a request for proposals for a design-build contract. All technologies will be considered except for lagoons.

Councillor Harris reported that a resident had approached him about the sewer project, feeling that Council might be moving too quickly and might jeopardize local employment opportunities. The mayor noted he had received a similar suggestion. Councillor Harris suggested it would be important to keep the public informed, through the Villager and other means, as things progress.

Councillor Hansen attended a Recreation Board meeting November 22. Two youth will attend the BYTE conference in January. Three people attended a quilting workshop. There is a coaching clinic scheduled for December 11 and 12. The Carmacks Curling Club is considering joining the Yukon Curling Association due to the many services that organization can provide.

Council reviewed the CAO and Maintenance reports. The CAO provided copies of an e-mail prepared to address concerns about  pull stations and radios raised following a fire this afternoon at the airport.

Councillor Hansen noted, and council agreed, that Leo DesRoches’s participation as an instructor at the Wastewater Seminar in Whitehorse spoke well for the community, and also commended the FireSmart crew for the excellent job they have been doing.
