REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that he had an excellent vacation. While unable to attend, he reported information from AYC on two meetings: Minister Hart wants rural population clusters included in gas tax distribution, and Minister of State John Godfrey advised that no agreements would be signed with Yukon unless AYC approved.

The mayor noted that the next work meeting could include discussion of landfill hours, the web page, and cold weather policy as it applies to private vehicles and the Kubota.

Mayor Larkin advised that a meeting scheduled with Minister Edzerza had been postponed.

Councillor Wyatt is holding off on another Substance Abuse Committee meeting until after the LSCFN elections. Two offenders are working community hours.

Councillor Bellmore asked when the recycling center will be moved and that the chair of Tantalus Recycling has a funding opportunity. Councillor Bellmore also wants to start on Lot 90 Park planning but wanted assistance in determining the size of the park.

Councillor Hansen noted a resident asked about job posting for a landfill attendant, and that she missed seeing the RCMP report.

Councillor Harris said he has been getting quite a few complaints about the new landfill schedule, and that the RCMP corporal wants to include LSCFN in the street numbering exercise.

Councillor Harris asked about the disposal of equipment by our landfill contractor, and the CAO replied that the contract would go to tender again when it expires.

Council reviewed the CAO and Maintenance reports, asking for information on savings with our new Kubota and that the snowbanks at highway intersections be lowered.
