Mayor Larkin reported that the budget work meeting Monday night went well, with capital expenditures identified. The WWTP work plan arrived today and has been distributed for councillors to review. He expects an announcement in the near future regarding the school construction.

Mayor Larkin advised that Dan Cornett from Access Consulting, working with Western Silver, would like to meet with Council on February 16 to discuss their plans.

Councillor Wyatt has a substance abuse committee meeting scheduled for 10:30am February 4 at the RCMP station.

Councillor Hansen attended a recreation board meeting January 25 and reviewed several funding requests. She is looking into bank accounts abandoned by the large number of volunteer groups that have disbanded over the years. Recreation director Dennis Mitchell asked her to pass on that the Yukon Ultra race would be on February 14-18 from Whitehorse to Pelly.

The CAO reported that Mike Francis will be returning as pool manager this year and has recruited a lifeguard. A business licence has been issued for a new Chinese restaurant.

Council reviewed the staff reports, and were delighted with the possibility of a hockey clinic with Vancouver Canuck coaching staff coming to Carmacks February 22.

Karen Gage thanked council for receiving the petition, advising that her sources have told her council must hold the referendum within 21 days. She referred to a building plan shown to an Advisory Planning Committee meeting on September 30, 2004. She noted how hard she had worked to secure the petition.

Helena Belanger asked if council would hold a plebiscite if there are errors that make the petition invalid, whether the annual budget included honoraria, and how many meetings were held with the Minister of Education. She stated that if there is a problem with the petition, it will be rectified and council will be presented with a new petition.

Eddie Skookum referred to the correspondence from Premier Fentie, stating that their agreement was based on the September 30 plans that did not include any additional space on the school building. He is planning to make the meeting February 11 with Minister Edzerza a public meeting with a binding show of hands vote. The new band council meets February 4 and will use all their political power to make it happen.
