ORDER:
Mayor Larkin called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.

AGENDA:

Council reviewed the minutes of regular meeting 05-03.

DELEGATIONS: There were no delegations.

CORRESPONDENCE:  There was no correspondence.

REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that he and the CAO met with Community Services engineers on February 4 and passed on Council concerns about the timing of Council review of the memorandum of understanding, and that the work plan was revised to incorporate those. We expect the MOU within a month.

Mayor Larkin met with AYC staff and directors on February 10 to review the group insurance program. Hewitt Associates, our insurer, is re-evaluating our program. In the past nine years, costs have increased 80% with no change in benefit levels.

The mayor expects the budget to be finalised at our next work meeting. We have information on buildings for the recycling centre, and will look at options soon.

The mayor advised that Minister of Education John Edzerza visited Carmacks on February 11, meeting separately with Council and LSCFN’s council, to announce that the school will be built, with additional footage for future community use.

Mayor Larkin reported briefly on the meeting with Access Consulting and Western Silver, and their plans to re-enter the environmental review process with hopes of developing their Carmacks copper project. They feel a decision to go to production could be made in late 2006 once all the regulatory concerns have been addressed. The mayor thanked Councillor Harris for volunteering to be the council liaison for the project.

Councillors Wyatt and Bellmore reported that they had a successful substance abuse committee meeting on February 4.

Councillor Wyatt advised that Stu Purser, the driving examiner, has offered to review local signage requirements.

The CAO advised council that a teleconference will be held on climate change from 1:00 to 5:00pm Friday, February 18, and that facilities at the local Yukon College campus will be available.

He noted that the hockey clinic planned with Vancouver Canuck coaches had fallen victim to the NHL lockout.

The CAO reported that the new fitness equipment is now installed at the recreation centre and he is seeking direction from Council on the disposal of the old equipment.

Council reviewed the maintenance report, and Councillor Bellmore thanked staff for opening the landfill to dispose of Yukon Quest waste generated during their visit. In reply to a question from Councillor Hansen, Councillor Wyatt replied that the boardwalk has been plowed and more access points will be placed along River Drive.

RCMP Corporal Brian Pilatzke reported on the Drug Abuse Resistance Education (DARE) program being geared to grade 6 level youth. He has also provided information to LSCFN and others, and is looking for a council resolution and/or donation in support. An officer will be trained in March, and one block of the school term will be used for eight to ten weeks. This is an ongoing program, hopefully over several years.

There is a bullying conference upcoming in Ottawa and an Aboriginal Justice conference in Prince George February 28 to March 3. A youth internship program aimed at youth ages 15-30 is available through the YMCA, with more information available at www.vanymca.org .

On reviewing his written report, Corporal Pilatzke noted that statistics could be split out several ways, including LSCFN or Village of Carmacks locations. He thanked council, the CAO and receptionist for their quick response to requests he has made.

Councillor Harris advised the corporal that a letter will be written seeking LSCFN attendance at a meeting on a new street numbering system.

Karen Gage advised council that information from her source about the Municipal Act was wrong and that council did indeed have eight weeks rather than 21 days to review the petition. She again urged council, asking that her request be placed in the minutes, to make a decision on the referendum. 

Mayor Larkin noted the publicity that had been generated by Ms Gage’s use of the incorrect information, including publication in Yukon newspapers.

Meta Baillie stated that when questions are asked, they are referred to work meetings rather than being answered immediately and asked why questions are referred. The mayor replied that Council is comfortable taking a structured approach rather than acting too quickly, and he respects Council’s wishes to take that approach. He noted that if he or members of Council can answer a question immediately, they do so.

Helena Belanger stated that she had asked for a breakdown of meetings included in the Mayor’s January honorarium. The mayor advised her that the information would be available tomorrow at the Village office. Ms Belanger asked if the mayor would be in the office, and Mayor Larkin replied that, whether he was or not, the information would be.
