DELEGATIONS:

Othmar Arnold spoke to his request for council support for a community based care facility in Carmacks. He believes the political climate may be right. In BC, private facilities are taking over to an extent from public dollars. He wishes to see if the public supports the proposal and forming of partnerships.

Mayor Larkin suggested that Mr Arnold arrange a date for an open house with the recreation centre. Councillor Harris noted the idea has been suggested in the past and will speak with those who know the history.

Mayor Larkin reported an active two weeks, with the Corrections Consultation meeting, a new edition of the Villager and the budget. He is doing a self-study basic emergency management course that is a pre-requisite for a three day Emergency Management Course in Whitehorse May 7-9. He has a meeting with Minister Hart and AYC regarding the gas tax, met with the Wildland Fire Review Panel and has an AYC directors meeting scheduled for March 12.

Councillor Harris noted he had received a call about the Villager and pointed out the positive intent of a short section on tourism. He felt it could be easily changed for the website. 

Councillor Wyatt reported that a notice on drug abuse is in the Hooter and that she is planning a substance abuse committee meeting March 11.

NEW AND UNFINISHED BUSINESS: 

1. Boardroom Space – Yukon Housing

The CAO advised that with Motor Vehicles expanding their services in the territorial office, Yukon Housing has requested space for their occasional board meetings. This item was referred to a work meeting for review.

2. Petition for a Referendum

The Mayor noted that he is expecting a reply within a week or two on a legal opinion and input from Community Services as to the validity of the petition.

QUESTION PERIOD:

Helena Belanger asked if the legal opinion on the petition would cost the village money, and the Mayor advised that it would. There was general discussion regarding the petition. 

Bob Holditch asked why there were extra meetings, and Kelly Gage asked why council meetings were so short. Mayor Larkin replied that the preparation time in the work meetings made it easier to deal with issues at the council meeting.

Karen Gage asked how council justifies the increase in per diems and Councillor Wyatt replied that it was a combination of travel for out-of-town events such as the newly-elected seminar, AYC and FCM as well as the use of work meetings to deal with the many projects under way in the community.

Kelly Gage asked what councillors received for each Council meeting and was advised that there is no additional payment for regular Council meetings. Mr Holditch asked if councillors would resign and Councillor Harris replied that he would not.

Bob Blundon stated that he would like to see interpretive signs at various sites in the community and asked if anything would be done before tourism season starts. He asked if someone could promise tonight that this would be done.

Karen Gage asked if the visitor kiosk would have to be moved when the new school was built. The mayor replied that yes, it would, likely to the highway pullout at the south end of town.

George Wilson asked for an update on the OCP and sewer plant project, and stated to Council, “some of us understand the difficult job you’re doing and appreciate the effort you’ve been making.” He questioned the engineering aspect of the sewer project. The CAO replied that the OCP was waiting for ministerial approval and was being circulated within government for comment. The mayor advised that the Village is awaiting the draft memorandum of understanding from YTG, which will include town water and a sewer collection upgrade. Councillor Harris advised that the engineer’s conclusions were supported by an independent outside review. 

Bob Blundon asked if a membrane plant was being considered, and the mayor replied yes, along with other technologies. For example, a lagoon system is a cheaper capital outlay but higher operation and maintenance costs. Mr Blundon asked if the engineer would be making the decision and the mayor replied that council would make the decision.

There was a general discussion but no questions concerning Western Silver, a bridge across the Nordenskiold, and extension of the boardwalk.
