REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin’s written report was in the agenda package. He attended an Emergency Management Course in Whitehorse and a meeting with AYC and Community Services Minister Hart on gas tax revenue sharing. He thanked the CAO and Council for their work on the Wastewater Treatment Project memorandum of understanding, the budget, official community plan, zoning bylaw and petition response, adding that a great deal of work had gone into each of these initiatives.

Councillor Bellmore attended Winterlude and complimented the recreation director on the successful event.

Councillor Harris reported that he has had numerous recent discussions with residents about the OCP and Zoning Bylaws. He advise an industrial lot owner that none of the industrial lots zoning were being changed to commercial.

Deputy Mayor Wyatt had nothing to report on the substance abuse committee. She was interviewed on CBC in regard to the photography exhibit at the recreation centre. She expressed to CBC that they should make an effort to seek out positive news stories.

The CAO provided a written report on the AYC directors meeting of March 12 that he and Mayor Larkin mayor attended, including opportunities for rural participation in the 2007 Winter Games.

Council reviewed the maintenance and recreation reports.

M/S/C Wyatt/Harris to allow public participation.

Bob Holditch stated he had sent a letter October 17 opposing any zoning changes in the industrial area, and the mayor told him he had given it to the consultant. Mr Holditch said he found out March 2 and has had no replies from Council.

Deputy Mayor Wyatt said that under the new bylaw, neighbouring properties will be notified when conditional uses are applied for.

Mayor Larkin stated that there had been advertised open houses, public hearings and ample opportunity for input to the consultant. Mr Holditch agreed that Council had “gone by the book” but “you didn’t get to the people. You should have contacted them.”  

Helena Belanger asked if she could have a copy of the Community Services response to the validity of the petition, and one was given to her. She asked if the zoning changes made the mayor’s manager suite legal and the CAO replied that Council felt the restrictions on renting manager suites were too restrictive, that it only affected the commercial and industrial zones and the mayor was not affected. Councillor Harris asked that the CAO answer any questions on the OCP.

Ms Belanger asked Council to return honorariums for any dealings on the petition. The mayor replied that he would meet with any government minister to benefit and promote the community. Deputy Mayor Wyatt said that the petition was only one of many issues dealt with at the work meetings, and Councillor Harris added there was “a lot on the plate”.

Perry Wozniak stated that the costs were not brought on by Council, but were pressed upon them by the petitioners. “You should not criticize your council for investigating what you asked them for.”

Karen Gage thanked Council for obtaining the legal opinion, adding “You saved a lot of money on a referendum.”

Councillor Harris stated that Council had not acted outside its jurisdiction, and there was no formal resolution or bylaw.

Perry Wozniak asked if Council had a concern with a learning centre affixed to the new school. Mayor Larkin replied he could not speak for Council, but his personal opinion is that it is no different than the present situation, with the library open to children while adult programs are on at the school in the evenings, and computer access open to all ages at the college.

Kelly Gage stated that one person who was banned from school property is now attending the college. Deputy Mayor Wyatt said “if someone has been banned, you should take it up with the school or the college”.

Perry Wozniak asked how many times children have been accosted on school property. Karen Gage replied that this has been the kids’ learning area ever since there was a school in Carmacks, adding “why can’t we save that area just for kids?” 

Deputy Mayor Wyatt noted that consultations are going on now about the use of the additional space. 

Councillor Harris added that the government is following rules and regulations, but has not given veto power to people. Karen Gage said she disagreed, and that the planning committee was to decide on the design and the college. Mayor Larkin said that in the original agreement, it was noted the committee “may”, not “shall” consider specific recommendations regarding the possible incorporation of the college campus in the school facility. 

Two residents arrived and one began taking photographs of the Council and then of the residents in the gallery, at which point Deputy Mayor Wyatt suggested that this activity was disruptive and not appropriate.

Residents in the gallery were becoming engaged in volatile discussion among themselves.
