Mayor Larkin reported that the Wastewater Treatment Project is going well, with the expressions of interest to be sent Friday. Community Services has written the Water Board recommending that the Board consider accepting our water licence renewal application with two technologies.

Councillor Wyatt reported that the substance abuse committee met on March 31. They are concerned that crystal meth is coming to the community and that crack cocaine use may be out of control. They will have more public relations in the Hooter. The women’s directorate is planning a program for female youth.

Councillor Hansen said she was pleased to be back and thanked council for their kindness.

In addition to his written report, the CAO advised that he met with Environment officials to update them on plans for the wastewater treatment plant. They also met with the maintenance foreman and did an inspection, with no orders resulting. A draft employee bylaw has been given to staff for input.
