Seven residents, including RCMP Corporal Brian Pilatzke, entered the gallery.

REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that he has been meeting with the school project manager and that a development permit application will be made soon.

Councillor Wyatt reported that a substance abuse committee meeting is scheduled for April 25. Councillor Hansen noted vandalism on Hazel Brown’s cabin, and Councillor Harris advised of broken glass on River Drive.

In addition to his written report, the CAO reported that the Community Relations manager for the 2007 Whitehorse Winter Games would be attending the May 4 meeting to discuss ways for the community to participate.

Council reviewed the maintenance and fire department reports.

Corporal Pilatzke provided statistical reports for February and March and noted that young offenders will be taken to court rather than fined for liquor offences. He has found significant smoking among children and has been seizing and destroying tobacco products. Traffic awareness, Canada wide, is focussing on seat belt use, with surveys every two to three months. He has found less than 50% use in Carmacks. There will be more education and enforcement regarding special seats for infants and children. He also noted that trespass and litter may be issues when an estimated 1000 mushroom pickers may be in the territory this summer. He urged Council and the public to participate in the Yukon Government policing study.
