DELEGATIONS:

Piers McDonald and Lindsay Agar of the 2007 Canada Games attended. Mr McDonald showed a promotional video and gave a PowerPoint presentation on the Games. They are trying to involve “the communities”. The Games started as a centennial project in 1967. There are 350-400 planning volunteers and 10 paid staff at present; 4500 volunteers and 70-80 staff will be needed. The Host Society is volunteer driven. There will be 2700 athletes aged 15-25 on 13 teams in 22 sports, more participants than will be at the Olympics, with 400 accredited media and 100,000 day visits to events. This will be the biggest sporting event ever North of 60.

There are huge benefits: physical legacies, tie-in to the 2010 Olympics, media coverage and personal experiences. Nunavut, NWT and Yukon are all participating financially, with a $10,000,000 marketing campaign for the north. Community involvement may involve Games and sport officials having an opportunity to move on to 2010; there may be workshops in the communities by former participants. Some cultural and heritage events will be broadcast. There will be a torch relay with a tie-in to sovereignty, festival nights, and aggressive Canada-wide broadcast of the Games. There will be closed circuit broadcasting into the communities with high definition or plasma screens four hours per day. Schools may adopt a sport or team, media people can be invited to the community, contractors can get onto procurement and fabrication lists, and officials can be trained.

Mr McDonald urged Council to take advantage of opportunities presented by the Games.

Councillor Harris had an excellent idea, to remain undisclosed at present. After Mayor Larkin thanked Mr McDonald and Ms Agar for their presentation, they left the Chambers.

Mayor Larkin reported that he met with YTG engineers, GJ Bull and Access Consulting and that the MBR option will be submitted to agencies reviewing our Water Licence Renewal Application. Three statements of qualification were received for design/build proposals for the treatment plant.

Councillor Wyatt advised that the Substance Abuse committee did not meet April 25 and asked if a “visitor info ahead” sign had been ordered for the kiosk.

Councillor Harris reported that the house numbering committee had met, and will use a three digit number and street identifier with a grid. Robbie Cashin at LSCFN Lands has made maps and Corporal Pilatzke will drive with Lorraine Kontogonis and Sheila Garvice to gather the information.

Councillor Harris was in contact with John Clegg of Western Silver. They have had some delays in dealing with government, and while they felt the bypass bridge would be built when they reopened the project, Highways appears to be backing off.

The CAO noted that in addition to his written report, the revised audit package should arrive very soon and that a development permit application has been received for Lots 1082 and 1083 with neighbours being notified today.
