DELEGATIONS:

Jerry Grant from Economic Development presented council with a power point presentation regarding funding available. This presentation outlined an overview of objectives which would prove to be useful while considering an application for funding.  As Jerry is quite new to the Yukon, he wishes to hear from the communities what their concerns are and any questions they may have, so that service from Economic Development may proceed in an efficient manner.

Councillor Harris expressed more public access and information regarding Economic Development would be beneficial.

REPORTS:

Mayor Larkin reported that the proposal for WWTP will need to be rerun as there are a few outstanding issues. This process and the start of construction should be complete by the end of August. 

There are 2 of the 3 Village of Carmacks signs erected and the third should be completed shortly. Kiosk located on the south end entrance to Carmacks is in full operation with full time staff. Kiosk is open 7 days a week and the Visitor information centre will be operating 6 days a week. The staff at the Kiosk will be conducting statistics of tourists utilizing this feature.

 Recycling building has been delivered on Monday and will sit within the compound. Recycling committee will have to meet and discuss the location and planning.

Community Development fund deadline for a Tier 1 project is July 15. Discussion Tuesday July 12 at a work meeting for ideas, along with a development permit to be issued to new school construction.  

Report from WCB that the swimming pool is operating with no infractions, or outstanding issues. 

Lottery fund has increased funding for the 2005 year to $13,000.00.

Mayor Larkin asked this council if there were any objections to using the Administration building for any justice of the peace meetings. It was confirmed that the building would not host an office or storage, and that it would provide a neutral meeting place for Swearing of informations. Council agreed to the meeting place.

Councillor Harris mentioned that clarification on highway signage placement will need to be approved through YTG maintenance foreman. 

The tungsten mine located within the boundaries of the NWT has committed to hiring a major portion of Yukon residents.

Councillor Hansen expressed her gratitude as being chosen to represent this community along with Councillor Wyatt at the FCM in St. Johns NFLD. She found the conference very informative. There will be several keynote speakers transcripts on file for viewing. Also information for traffic speeds/ radar equipment for potential use.

Councillor Wyatt found interesting that 50% of resources come from the Northern communities however we should keep in mind to maintain the natural beauty of the North and  not to adopt the urban  sprawl. In addition, on file will be the name of a company who turns Waste water Treatment sludge into fertilizer pellets. There is the potential to create a job and address concerns Yukon Government has with the disposal of generated sludge.

Safer communities in connection with Corrections is a priority across Canada.

Attending the Corrections consultations as interagency member, Councillor Wyatt found the discussion held led into a very detailed and informative conversation towards the future of Corrections and the Justice process.

Councillor Hansen attended the Canada Day events and found the activities to be very much and enjoyed and successful.

Mayor Larkin suggested that further discussion on water supply for the Village will be needed as there are a few options available.

Compliments to the Maintenance crew for the outstanding job being done maintaining grass and boardwalk.
